This is a fun family rafting and camping adventure on a moderate and beautiful stretch of the Colorado River near 
Moab, Utah.  This trip has class I-II rapids suitable for everyone 5 years and older with oarboats, inflatable kayaks 

and paddleboats (when practical).  This stretch of the Colorado River is suited for everyone, but especially the 
beginning rafter.  It’s perfect for families and for people who are interested in a moderate river adventure 
surrounded by the beautiful scenery of this famous canyon country.  The river is wide and warm, making 

swimming extremely inviting on those very warm summer days 
 

This is the typical “Old West” country with sheer canyon walls, flat-topped mesas and distant spires and 

monuments.  Many old western classics were made in this area, including “Wagonmaster” and John Wayne’s “Rio 

Grande” and “The Commancheros.”  You’ll recognize this area in “Indiana Jones and the Last Crusade,” “Thelma 

and Louise,” “City Slickers II” and “Geronimo.” 

Have fun together every minute of this leisurely rafting trip.  The guides are teachers and enlist everyone’s 

imagination setting up a learning environment for kids and adults to enjoy nature and wildlife. Storytelling and 

S’mores around the campfire complete the camp experience.   

Our Family-Only guides have special interpretive training.  They've developed great outdoor educational 

and environmentally sensitive activities and games.  These activities and games incorporate camping, outdoor 

safety, first aid, history, geology, hydrology, wildlife, plant life, river running skills and of course FUN!

Day 1 
We’ll meet at our river complex in Moab in the 
morning, pack our gear in the van and head for 
the river. After a short drive to the launch site, 
we’ll talk about river safety and basic kayak 
instruction, fit everyone for life jackets and 
then push off from shore.  We spend the day 
rafting and playing in the water, trading 
inflatable kayaks between us along the way.  At 
midday a buffet lunch is served along the 
riverbank.  We’ll drift downstream until late 
afternoon, when we pull off to camp.  The crew 
prepares a western dinner, followed by a 
marshmallow roast over the campfire.  Fall 
asleep covered by a blanket of stars. 
 
Day 2 
Spend the day rafting and playing in the water.  
Time is set aside for building sandcastles on the 
beach and playing along the riverbank.  Enjoy 
another great buffet lunch around noon.  Pull 
off the river late afternoon and return to Moab 
around 5-5:30 PM.

We hold a pre-trip orientation at 5:00 pm the 
evening before the trip launches.  Here you 
will meet one of your guides, sign your release 
forms, receive your dry bags (river luggage), 
learn what to expect and how to prepare and 
ask any questions you might have.  The 
orientation is held at our office in Moab, 
Utah, at 2231 South Highway 191 (the big 
blue building).
